« Latino-Centered Planning: Telling the stories of Latino Barrios in Oakland,

«  Community Air Quality Monitoring in Pacoima, California: Measuring air
guality in a working-class neighborhood in the San Fernando Valley.

 Research Question: Researchers at the UCLA Luskin Center for Innovation
and the UCLA Latino Policy and Politics Institute conducted an initial study on
air quality in Pacoima. The team analyzed data on fine particulate matter
pollution from five sensors are managed by the grassroots environmental
justice organization, Pacoima Beautiful.
